POSITION PURPOSE:

Assists with the operation and maintenance of the municipal wastewater collection and treatment systems.

Maintains and repairs plant equipment, work areas, and grounds.  

NATURE AND SCOPE:

This position requires good organization and attention to detail.  Basic mechanical skills and knowledge of wastewater treatment processes are essential to the successful execution of this position.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS AND BASIC DUTIES:

a. Perform daily water sampling and testing.

b. Maintain and repair plant equipment as directed.

c. Maintain plant grounds and buildings.

d. Assist with maintenance of citywide collection system.

e. Assist with preparation of biosolids for disposal.

f. Assist with land application of biosolids.

MINIMUM QUALIFCATIONS:

a. Position requires a Level II Treatment Certification issued by the State of Utah.

b. Position requires the ability to read and comprehend written policies, ordinances, laws, etc., and the ability to communicate effectively, either orally or in writing.

c. Position requires basic metal welding and cutting skills.

d. Position requires basic pipefitting and plumbing skills.

e. Position requires the ability to operate industrial machinery such as forklift, backhoe, wheel loader, etc.

SPECIAL QUALIFICATIONS:

a. Must carry and maintain a valid Utah driver’s license.

b. Must be able to read and understand blueprint drawings, plans, etc.

WORK ENVIRONMENT:

a. Position requires performance of work tasks in a wide variety of environments, including out of doors in all types of weather.  It also requires climbing down into manholes and working around raw sewage with exposure to certain chemicals commonly used in the treatment of wastewater.

b. Tasks require a variety of physical activities, occasionally involving muscular strain, including the ability to lift 75 to 100 pounds, as well as walking, standing, stooping, sitting, climbing, and reaching.  Continuous talking, hearing and seeing required in the normal course of performing the job.  Common eye, hand, finger dexterity required to perform essential functions.  Mental application utilizes memory for details, verbal instruction, emotional stability, discriminating thinking and creative problem solving.  Periodic travel required in normal course of performance.
